General Rules and Information:
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Current Rule books will be available at the rodeo. It is your responsibility to know the rules of your event.

Silver buckles will be awarded to the All-Around Jr Girl, Jr Boy, All-Around Sr Girl, Sr Boy. Prizes will be awarded for Reserve
All-Around Jr Girl, Jr Boy, Sr Girl, Sr Boy. Prizes will be awarded for Jr/Jr (6-9) & Pee Wee events.

Payback will be at least 50% of the entry fee in each event. No money Payback for Pee Wee or Jr/Jr (6-9) events. All ties will be
broken by flip of a coin. Pee Wee & Jr/Jr (6-9) , Single Stake & Family Team Roping events do not count towards NCJRA points.

Payback will be determined according to the number of entries as follows: under 5 entries - 60/40, 5 to 10 entries - 50/30/20,
11-15 entries - 40/30/20/10, over 15 entries - 30-25-20-15-10.

Entry Blank MUST be accompanied by entry fee. Parent or legal guardian MUST sign release. Each contestant is limited to
one (1) entry per event. Current NCJRA rules will be followed. Contestants must sign in for contestant numbers. NO REFUNDS for Turn Outs

All contestants must wear western hats, boots and long-sleeved shirts TUCKED in. Sleeves MUST be rolled down to the cuff.
Rough Stock riders - Protective gear shall be worn (mouthpiece, vest, helmet or face mask) Contestant numbers must be worn
when competing. Pee Wee events only - western attire not required.

Contestants must be prepared to show proof of age on request if not a member of NCJRA. A separate entry blank must be submitted for each contestant
including Pee Wee and Jr/Jr (6-9) contestants. Contestants who enter a Pee Wee or Jr/Jr (6-9) event may NOT participate in any other event.

Ropers: Team Ropers: You are responsible for making sure that your partner enters. If your partner does not enter, you will not be
entered, and your entry fee will be refunded after the rodeo or when time permits. You are required to state on the entry blank
whether you are a Header or Heeler. Family Team Ropers: A Jr Rodeo contestant may enter ONCE with a parent, grand parent
legal guardian, or family member must be 25 years or older. Calf Ropers: Horses MUST have neck rope.

All Contestants who do not belong to the NCJRA Northern California Junior Rodeo Association are required to pay the $15.00 permit
fee. This fee is waived for local contestants who reside in the town of La Grange, CA. Pee Wee Contestants must pay the
office fee, not the ambulance fee.

Work Program for the 2010 rodeo season: All contestants will be allowed to draw their card for a work task during the rodeo. These
Examples are picking up hats, trash, office runner, stripping chute help, pole setters, barrel setters,

gate help, goat holders, cook shack, etc. After you have completed your assignment, have the Event Director sign your work card
and return it to the Rodeo Office. Failure to complete your assigned task may result in a $25.00 fine. These tasks

may interfere with your scheduled events. PARENTS: You may be asked to help in your child's place for the Work Program.

BE PREPARED: Have Western Attire available in case you are asked to work in the Arena.

Membership: to be eligible for points at these rodeos your membership must be postmarked by April 5th, and mailed to the membership secretary,
Tina Stickney.

MINOR’S RELEASE, ASSUMPTION OF RISK AND INDEMNITY AGREEMENT

1. RELEASE, DISCHARGE AND COVENANT NOT TO SUE the rodeo committee, stock
contractor, rodeo association sponsors, arena operators or owners, and each of them, their
officers, agents and employees (all hereinafter collectively referred to as “releasees”) from any
and all claims and liability arising out of strict liability of ordinary negligence of releasees or any
other participant which causes the undersigned injury, death, damages or property damage.
We, the undersigned, jointly, severally, and in common, covenant to hold releasees harmless
and to indemnify releasees from any claim, judgment or expenses (releasees may incur arising
out of any of the minor’s activities or presence in the restricted area.

2. UNDERSTAND that minor’s entry into the restricted area and/or participation in

rodeo events contain DANGER AND RISK OF INJURY OR DEATH TO MINOR, that conditions
of the rodeo arena change from time to time and may become more hazardous, that rodeo
animals are dangerous and unpredictable, and that there is INHERENT DANGER in rodeo
which we each appreciate and voluntarily assume because the minor and we choose to do so.
Each of the undersigned has observed events of the type that the minor seeks to participate in.
We further understand that the arena surface access ways or lack thereof, lighting or lack
thereof, and weather conditions all change and pose a danger to the minor. We further
understand that other contestants and participants pose a danger to the minor, but
nevertheless, We EACH VOLUNTARILY ELECT TO ACCEPT ALL RISKS connected with the
minor’s entry into the restricted area and/or participation in any rodeo events.

3. AGREE that this agreement shall apply to any incident, injury, accident or death occurring
on the below date and FOR A PERIOD OF ONE (1) YEAR THEREAFTER or until the minor’s
association membership expires, whichever shall last occur. All subsequent agreements and
release documents signed by any of the undersigned shall amplify, but shall in no way limit the
provisions of this document. The provisions of this document may be cancelled by any one of
the undersigned by delivering to the above rodeo association written cancellation of this
agreement which shall be effective 24 hours after the date said cancellation is actually received
by the rodeo association.
